Activities:  This trip will serve as a kick off to a year-long, cross-curricular study of soil quality and data collection in correlation with Shelby Farms Park. During our visit, we will go to a section of Shelby Farms where we will be introduced to information about the Greenline Gardens. Students will sample soil and learn about the importance of soil quality. The students will also participate in a nature hike on the Chickasaw Trail and have a lesson on animal habitats and human interactions with soil and the impacts on the environment. We will eat a picnic lunch at one of the park’s pavilions.  Students should dress for the weather/outdoors- tennis shoes and pants or shorts. Students should also bring a water bottle.

Curriculum Connection:  Students will explore a section of Shelby Farms using their scientific, historical, and geographical knowledge to make observations and connections with what they have learned in class.
Transportation:  Parent drivers- Driving information will be provided for all locations prior to trip.
Cost:  $5 per child- for the cost of the program at Shelby Farms. Money and permission slips are due to your child’s homeroom teacher by Friday, August 31st .
